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Without housing and program support, 70 to 80% of the individuals with a substance abuse disability
end up back in jail for substance abuse-related crimes. Results from holistic programs, e.g. Fr. Peter
Young’s Housing, Treatment, and Employment program, indicate that 70% to 80% can stay clean and
out of jail. More importantly, they can live productive lives. It costs $83 per day to house and provide
services to a person in the Monroe County Correctional Facility. On an annualized basis, this equals
over $30,000. The combined cost of transitional living and outpatient treatment, $21,000, is
significantly less than the annualized cost of one year in jail. In the second year and beyond, the
permanent supportive living cost, $8,500, is 67% to 80% less than the cost of incarceration.
